What is Sing-a-Long-a Abba?

SING-A-LONG-A ABBA is brought to you by the producers of the smash-hit phenomenon SING-A-LONG-A SOUND OF MUSIC.

It is a fun-packed interactive celebration of the classic sound of the Swedish super group.   The band is live, although they sing live but don’t play their instruments.  It is not a regular tribute band but a full-on singalonga experience!

The show has all the elements of a sing-a-long-a spectacular you have come to love: 

· the obligatory fancy dress competition

· Magic Moment goody bags for all

· your favourite lyrics & more on the Big Screen 

· our fantastic SING-A-LONG-A ABBA singers performing hit after hit.

The evening kicks off with a vocal warm–up led by the band who also take the audience through their complimentary magic moments pack, containing various props to be used at strategic points throughout the performance. 

Then of course there is the famous Sing-a-long-a fancy dress competition in which everyone who has dressed up gets a chance to come up on stage and show off their fabulous costumes.

Then the show starts with 1000 (or however many seats the venue holds) other ABBA fans having a great party watching our live band, singing along to all the most famous ABBA hits, and using their magic moments pack during the show!

Do you have to dress up?

No, you don’t have to dress up, but is encouraged if people want to. There is a fancy dress competition where the best costumes are chosen by the audience and the winner is rewarded with a small prize. The object is not the winning however, rather the experience of dressing up and taking part!

What is in the magic moments pack?

We wouldn’t want to spoil the surprise for the audience! The pack contains five props, which are used in unison by the whole audience at key moments during the show.

How long is the show?

The show lasts for approx 2hrs 10 mins in total, including a 20 min interval.

When is the intermission?

The interval is after the first hour of the show, and lasts for 20 minutes.

Can we buy costumes?

No. Customers will need to make or hire their own.

Is the show suitable for children?

The music of ABBA has universal appeal. However it is an evening show and may be too late for younger members of the audience. It may be more suitable for older children
