Building on the success of the original shows, Sing-a-long-a Hairspray uses the same techniques to ensure full audience participation: a live host, fancy dress competition, free goody bags, lyrics on screen and dancing in the aisles.  It’s something you simply cannot do in a West End theatre.

Asked why the idea has caught the attention of so many people, producer Ben Freedman said “it has filled a gap for communal singing that just isn’t available anywhere else these days.  People want to get together and join in a group experience and we provide that.  Add to that the fact that it’s fantastic fun and you have a winning formula.  We expect Sing-a-long-a Hairspray to be equally popular.”

Sing-a-long-a Hairspray plays at the Prince Charles Cinema, off Leicester Square, London  and is currently selling-out on a number of regional dates around the UK.
